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FIELD NOTES 

This was our second year to partner with the Berean Fel-
lowship to try and reach the Catamount people of China for 
Christ.  We were also blessed to have three Chinese Ameri-
cans join us on this Expedition.  Kelly and Jenni Jessen 
joined us from Thailand , to lead the trip and to coordinate  
our efforts with the Baptist missionaries who have been 
working there for fifteen years. 

FRUIT 

Two service projects in two different areas were completed 
while the evangelism teams went through the villages in 
both locations sharing the gospel.  Many significant conver-
sations were had and over 100 gospel presentations were 
made.  There were also 27 follow-up visits made by Brent 
and Valery Harwerth.  All were warmly received but in the 

end no one accepted Christ. We believe that God’s word 
will not return void and that people will come to know Him, 
in God’s timing, through the power of the Holy Spirit.
